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10.7 COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT 

Land identified within the Development Plan as “Town Centre” 
generally reflects the existing range of established commercial uses 
within the SHTC.  In this sense the Development Plan does not seek 
to change the flexible range of uses for these established sites.  
Where vacant land is identified as Town Centre, it reflects the intent 
of the Development Plan to allow for the full range of town centre 
uses to be considered. 

Land at the south east corner of Throssell Road and Hamilton Road 
and on the southern side of Throssell is expected to support larger 
commercial or office development. The location at the corner is 
ultimately ideally suited for a future Council offices and associated 
civic space, as the Master Plan reflects.   

Other commercial office premises of a larger footprint would be 
suited to the Hamilton Road entry also, and are identified on the 
Master Plan. 

10.8 OTHER INFILL DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITIES 

The majority of Master Plan implementation will involve the 
coordination of development proposals and streetscaping as 
discussed above.  In addition, though, the Master Plan 
acknowledges other new development proposals that the project 
team were made aware of and reviewed. 

o Regional Hospital – acknowledged throughout this 
document, the new hospital facility will be the site of 
significant acvity and employment.  The location of mixed 
use and residential development as well as connectivity 
have considered this. 

o Department of Housing and Works – the existing Tonkin 
Street premises is beyond its capacity as office 
accommodation with the department and associated 
tenants are likely to move in the short term.  While their 
potential relocation in the heart of the Town Centre is 
encouraged, the existing site becomes an option for 
further refurbishment or redevelopment investigation.  
Potential residential apartments or short term 
accommodation may be achievable.  The Master Plan 
encourages this investigation as an outcome. 

o Cinemas/Restaurant Development – a proposal for this 
type of development was reviewed by the project team as 

part of the Master Plan investigations.  While considered 
to be a drawcard and therefore an attractive use for the 
SHTC, its location must be at the heart of activity to be 
successful.  The Master Plan recommends any proposals 
for this use be reviewed in the context of the new 
Colebatch Way activity focus. 

o South Hedland Tavern – at the corner of Tonkin and 
Throssell and in relative proximity to the new Colebatch 
focus area.  Redevelopment of the currently unattractive 
premises would be a timely outcome and is encouraged. 
Where possible the Master Plan team would also 
encourage new development to reduce street setbacks to 
Throssell Road and improve landscaping and shading 
around the site. 

o Throssell Road, Skate Park and Forrest Circle 
landscaping – the upgrading of these areas has been 
raised within the project team and taken into account in 
the Master Plan finalisation.  UDLA as the project’s 
landscape architects are working with the Town of Port 
Hedland to ensure consistency. 
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10.9 MOVEMENT NETWORKS 

A key consideration in the design and development of the SHTC 
Development Plan was the need to improve connectivity between 
the adjoining residential area and the SHTC.  More importantly 
though, the Master Plan recognises that, despite the climate being 
particularly hot in summer months, it remains a comfortable walking 
environment in evenings and for much of the remainder of the year.  
In addition, with some residents and visitors not owning or having 
access to a vehicle many simply have no choice but to walk or cycle. 
For this reason a review of existing pedestrian and cycle routes is 
provided, followed by a similar review of vehicle movements. 

The Master Plan aims to facilitate attractive streetscapes with 
convenient, safe and shaded shared use paths where possible and 
movement into the Town Centre rather than around it.  Vehicle 
dominated streets and parking areas must give way to greater 
pedestrian focus in the SHTC.  The Development Plan, following 
advertising, has also been updated to incorporate the need for a 
western edge “regional ring road” (See Figure 32 and Plan 8).  No 
specific transport planning has been undertaken on the profile, 
alignment or timing of this road.  Notwithstanding, it is retained in the 
Development Plan as consistent with past recommendations of the 
WAPC’s Port Hedland Area Planning Study (PHAPS) and the 
recommendation of the Town of Port Hedland following this 
document’s advertising. 

 

10.9.1 Pedestrian and Cyclist Movement 

The Town of Port Hedland has established over time a network of 
shared use pathways throughout South Hedland.  The Master Plan 
team’s main aim was to build upon this existing network by: 

o improving current links to the Town Centre with 
improvements that may include adding missing links, 
landscaping to add shading or route realignment for 
better surveillance; 

o providing additional path routes within and around the 
SHTC both as part of new roads to be built and 
separately where only a shared use path is required; 

Figure 31 provides a layout of the existing and proposed path 
network.  Existing paths have not been classified as shared paths or 
footpaths; though a hierarchy is evident in the proposed Master Plan 
Path Network. A recommendation of the Master Plan is that this 
network be further reviewed prior to construction so as to confirm 
path width requirements. 

It is anticipated that landscaping and street furniture will incorporate 
opportunities for bicycle parking to encourage greater use. This is 
particularly important along the Main Street, where cyclists should be 
encouraged to park and walk. Wherever possible, new 
developments should also provide bicycle parking and shower 
facilities to allow commuting to and from the SHTC to occur.

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Key elements of the expanded path network comprise: 

o incorporation of a shared use pathway within the new 
landscaped drainage corridor along Forrest Circle at the 
SHTC’s eastern extent; 

o new path links into the SHTC are proposed to extend 
from: 

o Hedditch Street adjoining the tennis/bowling 
recreation facilities; 

o Near the end of Godrick Place across Forrest 
Circle; 

o At the intersection of Murdoch Drive and 
Forrest Circle; 

o Along the extension of Colebatch where it will 
intersect with Murdoch Drive and Forrest 
Circle on both sides; 

o Along Collier Drive and across Forrest Circle 
to connect into the existing east-west section 
of Colebatch Way; 

o Other routes to reflect new or upgraded road 
links along Rason, Colebatch, Hamilton and as 
part of any new development west of Hamilton. 

10.9.2 Vehicle Movement 

Review of traffic movement by the project team has recognised the 
need to improve connectivity both for local trips, and for wider travel 
to the airport, Wedgefield and beyond. The network hierarchy is 
shown in Figure 32 recognises the following hierarchy: 

o Regional Connector – regional entry into South Hedland 
was reviewed extensively by the LUMP process and 
ultimately recommended retention of the Hamilton Road 
entry as the primary regional link to the SHTC. This is 
acknowledged in the SHTC Master Plan.  This is also in 
addition to the western ring road regional connection 
shown to allow heavy traffic to circumvent the internal 
SHTC street network in the long term (Plan 8). 

o District Connectors – Forrest Circle is recognised as 
playing a District Connector role as the eastern edge of 
the SHTC.  Ultimately, the Master Plan envisages that 
construction of Hamilton Road to its southern intersection 
with Forrest Circle and the construction of Forrest Circle 
to Collier Drive will serve a similar western edge. (In the 
short term, the extension of Collier to Colebatch, with 

Colebatch linking west to Hamilton will serve this 
function). 

District Connectors linking the SHTC to the adjoining 
residential area comprise Cottier Drive, Murdoch Drive 
and, as noted, Collier Drive.  In particular the connections 
of Collier and Murdoch are strengthened in the Master 
Plan. Both in terms of design capacity and function these 
roads will continue to cater to the majority of traffic 
movements, including commercial movements. 

o Local Connectors – primarily key connections in the road 
hierarchy between local street and district connector, 
these linkages are expected to carry higher vehicle 
movements as people enter and move within the SHTC. 

o Local Streets – comprising a number of lower order 
streets where vehicle movements would be generally 
slower in speed and number allowing for a more 
pedestrian/cyclist friendly street environment. 

o SHTC Main Street – the revitalised Colebatch Way 
between Forrest Circle and Throssell Road. This is 
expected to be a reduced carriageway width road. It will 
be separately paved to and reflect its primary role of 
catering to a strong pedestrian environment. 
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Figure 32 – Road Network Plan 

10.10 CENTENNIAL PARK AND LANDCCAPING 

While Centennial Park is currently used for occasional civic 
occasions and gatherings it is intended that these opportunities and 
greater day-to-day use be strengthened by considering the space as 
a contemporary town and community square (See Plan 7). 

Opportunities within this square would include: 

- A stage for formal civic occasions, open air cinema, 
music and theatre 

- An open lawn area fringed by a living bosque (planted 
tree grid) allowing for multiple space events such as 
markets 

- Water features that create a welcoming environment; and 

- Public art that promotes a local identity and ‘sense of 
place’ 

The streetscape verge and open space in this central area is to have 
shade structures and integrated furniture that encourages pedestrian 
use. 

Streetscapes generally within the SHTC will be improved to inclue 
pavement treatments, street furniture, public art, interpretive 

signage, canopy street trees and shade structures within verges all 
promoting a positive pedestrian oriented environment. 

Open space within the SHTC where lineal, together with verges, will 
have multiple functions such as provision of shared paths, passive 
and active recreation opportunities, exercise stations and non-
formal/formal play areas.  Landscaping to provide overall 
beautification will also accommodate overland drainage.

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11. SHTC DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

The SHTC Development Plan, shown in Figure 34 and comprising 
Plan 6 is the plan prepared for adoption under TPS5.  Significant 
detail has been written into this document to address the Master 
Plan vision and provide for ongoing implementation 

The Development Plan itself is relatively simplistic as a guidance 
plan for ongoing land use, development control and general decision 
making.  Given the broad ranging uses permissible within the Town 
Centre Zone, the Development Plan seeks to provide some level of 
land use coordination without completely segregating.  Many existing 
premises retain the more generalised ‘Town Centre’ classification 
over their land to reflect existing flexibility of use. 

It is intended that the following be adopted by Council as the formal 
policy guidance of the Development Plan for its ongoing decision 
making within the SHTC.  These Policy Provisions are re-stated on 
the Development Plan for consistency of application: 

SHTC Development Plan Policy Provisions 

1) Description of Area 

The South Hedland Town Centre Development Plan 
applies to all land identified as lying within the 
Development Plan boundary in accordance with the 
established area under TPS5. 

2) Policy Provisions 

a. Subdivision, strata subdivision and development of 
land within the SHTC Development Plan land shall be 
undertaken in accordance with these policy provisions 
and as depicted on the Development Plan. 

b. The development area is divided into 8 categories of 
prevailing use precincts (generally exclusive of roads). 

c. No development shall occur (except demolition of 
existing structures) and no subdivision or strata 
subdivision shall occur except superlot creation for land 
release purposes in accordance with the Development 
Plan on land earmarked: 

i. as either “Residential – Town Centre” or 
“Residential – Surrounds” unless the land is 
appropriately zoned ‘Town Centre’ under 
TPS5 and site specific Design Guidelines 
for a street block, or if the Town of Port 
Hedland agrees, a portion of a street block, 
have first been approved by the Town of 
Port Hedland; or 

ii. as either “Retail” or “Town Centre” unless 
SHTC General Guidelines have first been 
approved by the Town of Port Hedland for 
application in part, or throughout the 
Development Plan area, as required by the 
Town of Port Hedland. 

d. The uses permitted within the Development Plan shall 
accord with those permitted within the Town Centre Zone 
in the Town of Port Hedland Town Planning Scheme No 5 
(as amended) with the addition of the following 
modifications: 

i. “Residential – Surrounds” shall be limited in 
use to single, grouped or multiple residential 
development to the R-Code density shown 
on the Development Plan and in accordance 
with Town of Port Hedland endorsed Design 
Guidelines for the site. 

ii. “Residential – Town Centre” shall be 
developed to accommodate a mixed use 
of commercial uses at ground level and 
residential above in accordance with Town 
of Port Hedland endorsed Design 
Guidelines for the site. 

iii. The prevailing use of land designated other 
than ‘Town Centre’ on the Development 
Plan shall be consistent with the SHTC 
Development Plan. The use of land 
designated Town Centre on the 
Development Plan shall be in accordance 
with land use permissibility under TPS5 for 
the “Town Centre” zone. 

iv. Where a single land use is stipulated in text 
form on the SHTC Development Plan for 
any site, the stated use in text shall be the 
predominant use.  Ancillary uses shall 
accord with the use permissibility of the 
“Town Centre” zone. 

e. An application for a development approval must be 
made to the Town of Port Hedland for all land within 
the SHTC Development Plan. 

f. Development height shall be in accordance with 
endorsed Design Guidelines for the site. 

g. Design Guidelines shall, if appropriate, include details 
as to: 

i. building envelopes, building materials and 
finishes; 

ii. distribution of land uses within a lot or within a 
development; 

iii. minimum and/or maximum numbers and plot 
ratio floor area of dwellings or other structures; 

iv. private open space; 
v. services; 
vi. vehicular access, parking, loading and 

unloading areas, storage yards and rubbish 
collection closures; 

vii. the location, orientation, height and design of 
buildings and the space between buildings in 
response to the Hedland climate; 

viii. advertising signs, lighting and fencing; 
ix. landscaping, finished site levels and drainage; 
x. protection of sites of heritage, conservation or 

environmental significance;  
xi. elements of the SHTC Development Plan 

Sustainability Goals as appropriate; and 
xi. other provisions or information considered to 

be appropriate by the Town of Port Hedland. 
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By way of explanatory note, the use categories stipulated on the 
Development Plan reflect the predominant or prevailing use.  The 
SHTC Development acknowledges the importance of flexibility and 
retains a generic ‘Town Centre’ classification for many established 
sites.  

The future adoption of guidelines is intended to provide the next 
‘layer’ of decision making guidance and ensure that past practice of 
isolated individual site development is replaced with built form which 
addresses the street, encourages walking and interaction and is of a 
density and scale reflective of a town centre. 

Land designated with an R80 coding within this Development Plan is 
subject to the support by the Town of Port Hedland Council and 
WAPC to an amendment to TPS5 allowing for an increase in the 
maximum Town Centre Zone density from R50 to R80 and should be 
read in conjunction with Clause 6.6.5 of TPS5 to confirm the 
completion of this amendment.  The allowance of this greater density 
would be limited to circumstances only where shown in an approved 
Development Plan. 

Where land within the Development Plan has been identified as 
“Area Subject to Further Investigation” no development is proposed 
at this time given current knowledge of storm surge flood potential.  
This applies to land at the western edge of the SHTC area only and 
was defined from preliminary advice received by MP Rogers and 
UDLA regarding topography, drainage and flood analysis.

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12. IMPLEMENTATION 

This final section of the Master Plan outlines the framework for 
implementation.  In order to achieve the outcomes proposed 
public/private partnerships will need to be established, infrastructure 
upgrading undertaken, a land release program prepared and among 
other matters the SHTC Development Plan Guidelines produced to 
ensure good built form outcomes and to guide both developers and 
decision makers. 

12.1 SUSTAINABILITY GOALS 

The ongoing implementation of the South Hedland Town Centre 
initiatives will be required to respond to the stated Sustainability 
Goals listed in Appendix 5 and reflected in the Development Plan 
Policy Provisions. 

12.2 IMPLEMENTATION PROJECTS 

Acknowledging that past SHTC studies have identified many sound 
opportunities but failed to see their progression ‘on the ground’ the 
Master Plan team have identified several key “Implementation 
Projects” that may be considered for progression once a final SHTC 
Master Plan and Development Plan is adopted. 

The following potential sites have been identified: 

R1 – Residential 1 – comprising the extent of land at the 
southern end of the Colebatch Way ‘Main Street’. 

R2 – Residential 2 – comprising the ‘Residential Town 
Centre’ identified land lying between Colebatch Way and 
Rason Court. 

C1 – Commercial 1 - comprising the main shopping 
centre land and adjoining development site / parking area 
east of Colebatch.  Owned predominantly by Macquarie 
Bank, ongoing discussion will be required. 

C2 – Commercial 2 – comprising portion of community 
use site encompassing library and identified as future 
hotel, subject to acceptable new town library 
establishment. 

C3 – Commercial 3 – comprising the existing Pilbara 
Health site expected to become available following their 
accommodation within the new Hedland Hospital. 

C4 – Commercial 4 – comprising vacant land on the 
southern side of Throssell Road, between Hamilton Road 
and the shopping centre. 

L1 – Landscape Area 1 – comprising the upgrading and 
consolidation of Centennial Park and associated 
upgrading and streetscaping of surrounds. 

12.3 NEXT STEPS 

As part of the adoption process, scheme amendments will be 
required to TPS5: 

- Amend existing Clause 6.6.5 to read: 

“6.6.5 The density of residential development in the Town 

Centre Zone shall not exceed R50 in the absence of an 

approved Development Plan and R80 where shown in an 

approved Development Plan endorsed by the Town of 

Port Hedland and Western Australian Planning 

Commission.. 

- Amend the Scheme Zoning Map by: 

Rezoning land beyond Scadden Road, to the immediate 
west and not identified as “Area Subject to Further 
Investigation” within the SHTC Development Plan ‘Rural’ 
to ‘Town Centre’ Zone.  

It is possible for this to be undertaken concurrently with any 
implementation.

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COMMUNITY CONSULTATION – SOUTH HEDLAND TOWN CENTRE 

Consultation Aims 

The aim of this appendix is to summarize issues and opportunities highlighted by the general community regarding Structural Planning of the 
South Hedland Town Centre.  The consultation process was requested by LandCorp and undertaken by UDLA, Wangka Maya Pilbara 
Aboriginal Language Centre, Northern Edge Consultants and Di Jackson Community Arts Consultant. This information was collated in the 
period from August to October 2007. 

The consultation process focused on the possibility and opportunities of a proposed South Hedland Town Centre. The groups were guided by 
base mapping, opportunity and constraints mapping and planning options supplied by the LandCorp structural planning consultant team.  

Approximately 100 peoples participated in the consultation process with the target group demographic, illustrated in the following Table 1. 
below:

Consultation Summary 

It is interesting to highlight that continuing opportunities and themes have been mentioned by nearly all the groups who have participated in 
the consultation. The issues and opportunities expressed by the participants have been tabled in the following five categories: 

• Social and cultural issues - highlighting the requirement of specific cultural opportunities (e.g. live theatre, connection to country, cultural 
art, cultural walks/interpretation, etc.).  

• Parks, Sport and Recreation, highlighted general issues such as the requirement for green spaces such as trees and grassed areas for 
passive/active recreation and specific items such as areas for walking, roller skating etc. 
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• Housing and Commercial, with suggestions requirement for medium density housing type, requirement for retail, cafes etc. 

• Street features and facilities, highlights pedestrian walkways, signage, bus stops, shaded areas etc. The community generally 
expressed concern for continuing consultation on the design development of the town centre and streetscape spaces (e.g. using 
community consultation for the detailed design of the square etc.) and, 

• Specific Issues/Opportunities, highlighting specific issues such as parents room etc. 

In general, a major recurring theme of the consultations indicates the strong ideal to develop an area of “central focus”. A town centre was 
often discussed by the youth, with a role of aggregating people of different ages and also providing a place of activity and local identity, a 
‘sense of place’. 

The following pictures were prepared by the Hedland Senior High School with the participating community consultant's comments below the 
image.  

PICTURE 1 – SHAPE OF THE TOWN CENTRE BY THE YOUNG OF THE HEDLAND SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL 

 

 

Distinguishing feature is the shape of the town centre that is to be surrounded by shops and cafes as well as a Bumper Car section!    

 

 

The most popular proposal for this town centre seemed to hinge on the corner of Throssell and Colebatch Roads near the existing shopping 
centre.   

Town centre opportunities included a shaded walkway or boulevard and/or café strip, many trees and art works (e.g. sculptures to do with 
mining, art or mural works by local artist, including indigenous, youth and well woman themes, including murals on public buildings or graffiti 
walls to discourage vandalism).  

PICTURE 2 - TOWN CENTRE BY THE YOUNG OF THE HEDLAND SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL 
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This town centre is a real “town square”.  These young people really liked the option that had the “square” in it to the left of K Mart (note the 
inclusion of an art shop, museum, public toilets, fountain area as well as a range of shops). 

 

Moreover, all the groups agreed about the closure to the traffic on the proposed main street (square). 

Social and cultural issues 

Regarding cultural amenities, most of the participants recognise the requirement for a cinema and a live theatre. The Gemini Medical Centre is 
indicated by the Well’s Women Centre as the right location for a cultural centre with a museum on the history of mining, as well as an 
amphitheatre for performances. Other widely supported ideas are the opportunity for public art work (sculpture, murals) and also a space for 
developing community art skills. 

Parks, Sport and Recreation 

The topic of Parks and Recreations strongly suggests a water feature park. The Well’s Women group proposed location is to the left of the 
proposed town centre and Scadden Road. The staff of the Youth Involvement Council suggests designing a park where original land owners 
can be acknowledged (e.g. a separate section for each focal area: people serving in wars, founders of the area, or local namesakes/identities). 
An interactive park with games and puzzles for visitors is proposed by the local Rotary Club and the staff of the Youth Involvement Council. 
As sports and recreational amenities there was a requirement for an indoor play centre that catered for all different age groups.

Housing and Commercial  

The housing and commercial issues discussed the need for more shops and cafes. In particular the Indigenous group would like to have 
outdoor cafe and alfresco dining as well as a food court. The Soroptimist Group propose a huge shopping centre like Garden city in Perth. 
Issues about the “development style” regard housing that should be medium/high density like the ‘Subi’ style. Furthermore the Rotary Group 
agreed that the developed areas have to be kept close to the shopping/town centre – even if the adjacent roads are blocked off. The Rotary 
Group believed that it is necessary to increase housing and ‘local’ population to sustain the required ‘retail’ workforce as well as the retail 
demand. 
 

Street features and facilities  

Opportunities generally discussed about the streetscape were to make these spaces more user friendly and pleasant to view. This included 
discussion on benches and shaded areas in public spaces as well as lightning and signage.  
 

Specific issues and opportunities 

The final category of specific issues/opportunities focuses on detailed items to be addressed in the larger picture or possibly at a more detail 
part of the planning process, such as the beautification and practical use of the surrounding drainage reserves, parent rooms etc. 

All ideas and opportunities are illustrated table 2 following in order of preference (number of time mentioned).
