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The freestanding perpendicular form has been 

created by ‘stacking’ triangle shapes over an 

internal frame. The technique acknowledges 

the importance of the parts that make up 

the whole. This is of particular relevance with 

regard to the natural environment, for example 

the wetland represents an ecosystem that has 

many integral parts, each dependant upon 

the other to exist. This concept also relates 

to the community and its interaction with the 

environment. Everyone has an impact on the 

environment, both as an individual and as a 

member of a community.

The stacked triangle elements subtly change 

in texture and form from the bottom of the 

work to the top. This has been achieved by 

alternating rounded rods and flat bar rods. A 

texture has been ground onto the rods. As 

the height increases so does the intensity 

of the texture and the occurrence of flat bar 

rods, which creates a flattening effect. In this 

way there is an evolution of form from the 

triangles at the bottom made of rod to those 

at the top made of flat bar. This subtlety is 

not immediately apparent from a distance, 

but becomes noticeable at closer inspection. 

The evolution from bottom to top suggests a 

passage of time and acknowledges changes 

that occur with time. This idea is further 

accentuated by the surface of the triangles 

that will rust as the work responds to the 

environment.

The focus of the piece is to encourage 

interaction and interpretation with the viewer. 

The viewer is compelled to consider how the 

sculpture was made and ultimately make the 

connection between the individual elements 

that make up the whole and how this relates to 

their own relationship with the environment.
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
