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The primary aim of this piece was to create an
artwork that reflects the environmental focus
of the Harvest Lakes community and that
encapsulates a feeling of vitality and growth.

The artist was inspired by the restoration of
Harvest Lakes’ degraded wetland areas, which
have once again become important habitats
and nutrient filters.

Water — its flow and the life it sustains is the
core thematic focus of Above and Below.

The artwork is composed of 15 panels
which display designs referencing the flow

and connection of the water of the local lakes/
swamps/underground reserves combined
with the patterns of native seeds indigenous
to the area.

The artist worked to create a strong sense of
investigation, reflection and celebration of the
natural environment whilst imbuing a feeling of
vitality and movement.
