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Idea/concept

The purpose of this artwork is to engage the 

viewer and user of the Eco Park actively in 

the site. The artwork combines the framing 

structure utilised in both art and science to 

define a view or field of reference/interest. The 

square grid is a standard scientific format to 

allow for the documentation of a site’s diversity 

and objects of interest. They are windows 

or picture frames of the past, present and 

future. Each day there is the opportunity to 

see a difference or variation (insects, plants, 

seasons, shadows) in the framed space.

The framing format echoes that of a television 

or computer screen – “live to air” broadcast.

Inspiration for this approach has arisen from 

the myriad of TV shows and movies that have 

reflected our ‘sudden’ interest in forensic 

science. The questions posed are the same: 

what has happened on this site? Can you find 

the evidence to see the past and predict the 

future? In order to understand the wetland the 

artist seeks to ecourage viewers to look, listen 

and imagine.

By designating specific areas of interest within 

the frames, the artwork invites the viewer to 

seek out the stories they hold and the value of 

what is shown to them. The work is effectively 

an ongoing timepiece that draws on the past, 

while leading to the future. Each element is 

presented in two portions; one the constant 

reference point echoing the past, the other an 

open window that holds the present and the 

future and its potential. The frames themselves 

are powder coated orange to increase visibility 

and reference a ‘crime scene’. 

 Their design and construction will act as a 

focusing mechanism and impact as lightly as 

possible in terms of resources and the site.

The artwork offers the viewer a moment

for quite contemplation as well as a field

for gauging the health and changes of the

Eco Park. It is a chance to reflect and watch 

the world. To quote Baba Dioum (Senegalese 

Conservationist):

“In the end, we will conserve only what we 

love. We love only what we understand. We 

will understand only what we are taught”.
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Materials

Galvanised mild steel frames that have been 

powder coated.

Location

Three locations on the outskirts 

of the Eco Park at Harvest Lakes, Atwell.
