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Brookdale Masterplan name change

The Armadale Redevelopment Authority's (ARA) Brookdale Masterplan has
undergone a name change to more accurately reflect the area’s environment, urban
form and locality naming.

ARA Chairperson Gerry Gauntlett said the masterplan area will now be known as
Wungong Urban Water.

“The name Wungong Urban Water connects the project in with the Wungong River
which is the spine that runs through the masterplan area,” Mr Gauntlett explained.

“This locale is also an urban water management demonstration area and one of
only two urban nodes in the CSIRO National Flagship Program of “Water for a
Healthy Country.”

Mr Gauntlett said the City of Armadale was currently deciding on two locality names
for land within the Wungong Urban Water Masterplan area.

“These will be the actual suburb names. Major land developers are expected to also
establish estate names within the new suburbs once residential development plans
are finalised,” he said.

“Wungong Urban Water is simply the overarching name for the masterplan and
development scheme.

The Wungong Urban Water Masterplan will be advertised for public comment in
October.
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
