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ARMADALE REDEVELOPMENT SCHEME 2004 - AMENDMENT NO. 3 
 
Amendment to Armadale Redevelopment Scheme 2004 
 
1. The Precinct boundaries are modified as follows: 
 

Modify Appendix 1, Scheme Map 1 to relocate the R Code and precinct 
boundary between the “City Centre: Retail Precinct” (coded R-IC) and “City 
Centre: Civic and Cultural Precinct” (coded R60), as delineated in Schedule 
2 (Proposed Scheme Map 1). 

 
2. The Scheme text is modified as follows: 
 
 (i) Modify subclause “6.10 Objectives of the Precincts (i) Precinct 1.1: City 

Centre Retail Precinct” by inserting the following paragraph after the first 
paragraph of that subclause: 

 
Accordingly, notwithstanding the provisions of 6.2 of the Scheme, the 
expansion of the shopping centre development occasioned by Amendment 
No. 3 will be limited to a total additional floor area for use as a 'shop' not 
exceeding 10,100 square metres prior to December 2012 with the specialty 
shop * component of this floor area, not exceeding 4,000m2 prior to 1 
January 2010 and not more than 5,400m2 prior to 1 December 2012. 
 
* For the purpose of this clause a “specialty shop” means a “shop” 
associated with a shopping centre development with a floor area not 
exceeding 500m2. 
 

 (ii) Modify Table 2: Precinct Table by addition of the following footnote: 
 
  Any expansion of the shopping centre development occasioned by 

Amendment No. 3 will be limited to a total additional floor area for use as a 
“shop” not exceeding 10,100m2 prior to December 2012 with the specialty 
shop * component of this floor area, not exceeding 4,000m2 prior to 1 
January 2010 and not more than 5,400m2 prior to 1 December 2012. 

 
* For the purpose of this clause a “specialty shop” means a “shop” 
associated with a shopping centre development with a floor area not 
exceeding 500m2. 

 
The boundary modification results in land that is currently subject to the 
redevelopment scheme provisions of the “City Centre: Civic and Cultural Precinct” 
and Residential Design Codes of Western Australia R60 coding becoming subject 
to the provisions of the “City Centre: Retail Precinct” and Residential Design Codes 
of Western Australia RIC coding instead. That affected land is delineated in 
Schedule 3 (Scheme Map 1, Boundary Realignment Proposed by Amendment No. 
3). Schedule 1 incorporates the existing Scheme Map 1 that Amendment No. 3 
modifies. 
 
The differences between the provisions of each precinct primarily relate to what 
land uses are permitted in each. In comparing the provisions between each, a 
majority of land uses are commonly either permitted or not permitted, however 
there are several land uses uniquely permissible within each. The amendment 



could therefore result in some land currently in the form of open space or 
community use being used for commercial development. 
 
The main purpose of the amendment is to allow the consolidation of land bounded 
by Orchard Avenue, Memorial Park, Jull Street, Third Road and Streich Avenue, to 
create the new retail and mixed use development opportunity identified in the 
Armadale Redevelopment Authority Concept Plan 2004. This will in turn make the 
relocation of Neerigen Street to the northern side of the consolidated site possible 
and create a gateway feature and civic presence to Minnawarra Park, in keeping 
with that identified in the Concept Plan. 
 
To ensure a staged provision of the increase in retail floorspace is achieved, the 
Amendment also makes provision for the area of “shop” to be limited in this 
development to 10,100 square metres until December 2012.
